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*These are supplementary rules to ASN solosport regulations. The ASN solosport regulations layout additional safety requirements that must also be followed.

Chassis/Exterior/Aero
1. Brake lights must be operational in all classes.


 	
 Engine/Drivetrain/Fuel
1.  Only one internal combustion engine is permitted per vehicle.
2. Fuels must be commercially available
3. Water Methanol injection must be 50% water or greater

Suspension/Brakes/Tires/Wheels
1.  All tires must be available to fellow WSCC competitors for purchase. If any tires are found to be unavailable through retail sources or are of a false/miss-advertised  compound the competitor will be disqualified.
Interior/Roll Cage/Safety/Misc.
1.  Rollover protection is recommended for all classes, and is required for any cars running slicks. Roll Cages are the preferred choice and should meet WCMA technical regulation specs
 
2.  All cars must run all decals required by the WSCC to be eligible for awards. Vehicles choosing not to run decals may still compete but will not be eligible for awards.
 
4.  All vehicles with rollover protection must have an onboard fire extinguisher within drivers reach or a fire suppression system. It is HIGHLY RECOMMENDED all vehicles have at least a fire extinguisher.
 
6.  All race entries are subject to WSCC approval, and as such the organizers reserve the right to disallow any vehicle or competitor to compete that is considered unsafe, unsportsmanlike, or is not in keeping with the spirit of the rules.
 
 
8.  It is recommended all vehicles have front and rear tow hooks. Vehicles without tow hooks may be damaged by towing. WSCC is not responsible for any damages occurred while towing.
 	
	 9. All vehicles competing with a rollcage are highly recommended to have a head and neck 	restraint. Head and neck restraint use will be mandatory on all vehicles running roll cages beginning 	in 2020.

	10. All vehicles with roll over protection should have a Sfi/ Fia seat and 5-6 point Sfi/Fia safety	harnesses. 	Harnesses must be installed in accordance to WCMA technical regulations.

	11. Vehicles competing without roll cages must use oem seat belts or aftermarket 4/5/6 point belts 	provided the aftermarket belts have a breakaway in one of the shoulder straps (see takata ASM 	belts for example)
	
	12. Drivers are required to wear at a minimum closed toe shoes, full length pants, and a t-shirt with 	sleeves with an approved helmet. Clothing cannot be of a synthetic fiber.

	13. Cars must be equipped with side and a rear view mirror

	14. No loose items are aloud in the car

	15. Convertible cars must have suitable rollover protection to protect the driver.
Format
1.  Each event will consist of two days on track with 3 to 5 separate sessions each day. The amount and duration of the sessions may vary slightly from event to event. Competitors may choose to compete one day or both. 
 
2.  The first session of each day will be reserved for practice only. No times count toward scoring or records in these sessions.  All remaining sessions will count.

	3. Passing is only permitted in approved passing zones and by point-by only

	4. Vehicles found to be holding up other cars not allowing passing will be black flagged and times 	disqualified for that session. This includes giving a point-by but not slowing down to let the passing 	vehicle pass safely

	5. Drivers are responsible for lining up in grid in an order that allows faster cars in-front and slower 	cars behind
 	
Registration
1.  Cars may only be registered in one class per event.
 
2.  Drivers can only register one car per day

	3. It is mandatory to attend the drivers meeting at the beginning of each day. Failure to attend may 	result in loss of track time or disqualification. Exceptions will be made on a case by case basis only 	if WSCC staff is notified before the meeting starts.

4.  Multiple drivers of the same car may choose to be registered separately or as a team. You may have up to two drivers for the same car, registered as a team, as a single entry. Only the fastest time will count from the team, as one entry. No additional track time will be given for the additional drivers. Team drivers must be stated at registration before the event starts. All drivers must sign all waivers and forms required to receive driving credentials.

Technical & Safety Checks
1.  Each vehicle must be inspected at each event for both safety and classing.

2. In the event of contact or damage to a vehicle, an Event Steward or WSCC official must re-inspect the vehicle before allowing it to return to the circuit.

3. Any contact deemed avoidable or intentional by WSCC Staff will result immediate disqualification of the offender.

4. Any unregistered drivers that go on track will be fined the amount of the entry fee of the event, and the vehicle (including the registered driver and owner) will be disqualified and removed from the event. All instructors and alternate drivers must be signed in and acknowledged by WSCC Staff prior to going on track.

 
Timing and Scoring
1.  WSCC Officials or host facility/group will conduct all timing and scoring.
 
2.  During a WSCC event each and every session with the exception of the Practice/Qualifying Rounds will count toward class standings and record bounties.
 
3.  All times posted (physical, social media, Race Monitor or otherwise) will be unofficial until WSCC officials have approved and verified times and entries.

	4. Points will be awarded in each class in the format of: Fastest lap in class / Competitors fastest 	time x 100 (Ex. 1:00.00 / 1:03.00 x 100 = 95.24 points)

Technical Inspection & Post Session Impound and protests
1.  After the completion of each session, or while the competing vehicles are returning off track/through pit lane to the paddocks, any WSCC official has the right to ask a vehicle, or vehicles, to proceed to an impound area where the vehicle will be inspected for technical compliance.
 
2.  Vehicles may only be inspected with a team representative present.
 
3.  Any competitor placed in a higher class due to a classing infraction may adhere to safety requirements of their original registered class at the discretion of WSCC Staff. This ruling will be determined and administered by a WSCC official at WSCC officials’ discretion. Only one exception of this type will be allowed, if the competitor returns without valid safety requirements at a subsequent event, he/she will not be allowed to compete. If the discrepancy is deemed intentional under classing to avoid safety requirements, the competitor will be disqualified and will not be allowed to compete.
 
4.  All protests must be made in person immediately after finding the infraction, intentionally waiting until the end of the event to protest a known issue will result in disqualification of the protester for unsportsmanlike actions. The competitor in question will still be inspected and disqualified if found to be illegal.
 
5.  Protested and found illegal vehicles will lose current standing and lap times up to the point of the protest. The competitor can choose to correct the issue and continue in their original class or be bumped to a class that the vehicle is legal in.
Additional Paddock Rules
 	1. Pit speed limit is 20km/h
2.  In the event of competitor or team member property loss or damage, Winnipeg Sports Car Club, the event organizers and/or promoters and the venue owners and/or operators will not be held responsible for any competitors or their team members’ property throughout the course of the event. It is your own responsibility to ensure you safeguard yourself against any loss. If you do incur such loss you will not make a claim towards in respects of Winnipeg Sports Car Club, the event organizers and/or promoters and the venue owners and/or operators for the loss or losses. No exceptions.
 	
	3. Competitors are responsible for ensuring their pit space is maintained through-out the event 	and is cleaned up before leaving

	4. Competitors are 100% liable for guests/pit crew 
Championship Scoring
	1.  Points will be awarded in each class in the format of: Fastest lap in class / Competitors fastest 	time x 100 (Ex. 1:00.00 / 1:03.00 x 100 = 95.24 points)

	2. Championship points will be the competitors best 4/5 event points through-out the year 	compared against every class


Novice Classing
1. The WSCC recognizes the importance new drivers into the sport of time attack. Awards will be presented to the novice with the most points in each class.

2. A driver is considered a novice when they have held a time attack license for less than 2 years.

3. Novice drivers must compete in 2/5 events to be eligible for awards.

5. OEM wheelbase may be extended by 2” total

6. Rear wings cannot be wider than wheelbase or taller than the roof of the car

7. Front splitters cannot extend more than 4 inches at any point of the bumper. Splitters or diffusers are not permitted to go past the axels.

8. Flat bottom floors or under trays are not permitted unless OEM.

9. Aftermarket sub frames not allowed.

10. The OEM floor pan must remain intact from the front firewall to the forward edge of the rear seat tray or trunk if no rear seat. Modifications to allow for the installation of a WCMA-approved fuel cell, roll cage, seat mounting, air jacks or exhaust routing are permitted. Modifications to the firewall are limited to clearance for an engine swap, wiring, and plumbing; it must be structural and sealed.

3. Nitrous oxide is not permitted.
 
4.Drivetrain changes are not permitted (i.e. FWD to AWD or AWD to RWD conversions).

	5. Exhaust must exit behind front axle with allowances for external waste gate dumps.

  Over 4000 pounds - 265
 
3.  Aftermarket suspension control arms may only be stock geometry or commercially available alignment correction components.
 
4.  Adjustable shocks/dampers are not permitted to have more than one way dampening adjustments.
 
5.  In-car driver-adjustable suspension or sway bars are not permitted unless OEM equipped.
 
7.  Active suspension is not permitted unless it is OEM for the vehicle.
